Consequences for Violation of the Dress Code

1​st Offense: ​The student will be allowed to contact a parent or guardian to              
bring appropriate clothes. If a parent or guardian cannot be reached, the            
student will be given an opportunity to purchase a shirt ​if available or be              
removed from classes for the remainder of the day and placed in In-school             
suspension until appropriate attire is acquired. 
2​rd​ Offense:  ​Parent Conference  
3​rd​ Offense:  ​Administrative option. 
 

Miscellaneous  
 

Effective 2017-2018…Students will NOT be allowed to have tech decks, 
spinners, fidgets or toys of any kind on campus.

Cell Phones 
 

Cunningham Middle School will enforce the District’s cell phone policy.  Cell 
phones are prohibited, regardless of use, during the instructional day from 
9:00 -4:00 pm.  Violation of cell phone policy will result in confiscation. A 
student’s refusal to relinquish a cell phone will result in disciplinary actions. 
Cell phones can be picked up by parent/guardian in the school office 
between the hours of 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. There is a $15.00 fee 
(exact change) and a PICTURE IDENTIFICATION CARD is 
REQUIRED to pick up cell phones.  Phone fees must be paid with 
money order only, made payable to Cunningham Middle School.
